Nearly 33,000 members belong to more than 1,200 Zonta Clubs in 68 countries and geographic areas.  Founded in 1919 in Buffalo, New York, USA, Zonta means "honest and trust-worthy."  
While Zonta shared a common vision with hundreds of women’s clubs in the first part of the 20th century - encouraging women’s teamwork, courage, risk-taking, and self-reliance - it also represented something of a departure. Early members were keenly aware of the challenges of carving a place for themselves in what was still a predominantly male domain. Many Zonta Clubs actively pursued gender equity in employment opportunities.

The Zonta Club of Everett is a visible service organization recognized for its leadership in improving the status of women locally and globally.

The Zonta Club of Everett and Zonta International help women and girls reach their dreams through educational opportunities. We work to stop violence against women and girls through our advocacy efforts.  We improve women's lives through a variety of local and international service projects. In 2006 -2208 Zonta International is supporting projects in four parts of the world: Bolivia, Niger, Sri Lanka and Afghanistan.  Members are encouraged to participate in Zonta programs at all levels.
