Profile of New Member, Sandy Kaduce

Sandy Kaduce, who had attended the Zonta
auction last year and was impressed with how
well-organized it was, joined Zonta in January at
the invitation of member Darlene Conklé.

She’s a Seattle-born Northwesterner who lived on
Mercer Island, West Seattle, and South Whidbey
Island, with her last two years at Mariner High
School in Mukilteo.

She went on to San Diego State University, where
her father was stationed in the Navy. When he was
posted to Guam, she joined the Air Force,
continuing a family tradition of military service.

“My grandfather had been a Marine, my uncle was
in the Army, my Dad was in the Navy, so it made
sense,” she said. In tests, Sandy showed a strong
aptitude for languages; she is fluent in Spanish.
After basic training, she was signed up to learn
Russian, arriving at training school Oct. 5, 1989 —
just as the Berlin Wall had fallen and Russian
linguists weren’t as needed. “So the Cold War
ended basically the minute | got to my training
school.”

She was in Monterey, waiting to start class at the
Defense Language Institute — right when the San
Francisco earthquake happened. Sandy was
eventually posted to San Antonio. Her first job at
her duty station in Texas as a linguist was to wear
headphones and listen to a radio antenna picking
up transmissions.

She served four years in the Air Force, and on the
Gl Bill, majored in Spanish and History at Virginia
Tech, getting a Bachelor’s of Arts degree in History
and Spanish.
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After graduation, she moved back to Seattle, where
members of her family still lived. For some years,
Sandy worked in corporate public relations, and now
works for Windermere Realty, where she is also an
accredited staging professional, creating ways to
“stage” the décor and atmosphere for optimum sales
appeal.

She likes to travel; she and her husband Eric, who
works for The Boeing Company, traveled to the
Czech Republic last year.

Sandy is on the board for Habitat for Humanity of
Snohomish County, and is also on the board for the
Mukilteo Chamber of Commerce. She does sponsor
recognition for the Mukilteo Lighthouse Festival.

Sandy’s favorite pastime: Ice skating. She takes
private lessons at the Comcast Community Ice Rink
at the Everett Events Center, skating for an hour and
a half to two hours a day three times a week.

She was listening to Nicaraguan
transmissions — just as the elections were taking
place that put Violeta Barrios de Chamorro, the only
woman president of Nicaragua, in office. “You're just
a giant ear,” she said.

Memorable quote: Sandy advocates life-long
learning. “Your brain is essentially a muscle,” she

says. “And if you don’t use a muscle, the muscles
will atrophy and die.”

International Women's Day
& Zonta Rose Day

Zontians around the world have a very special
reason to celebrate. Our efforts have made
and continue to make a difference in the lives
of women everywhere. 8 March is a day

to reflect on the achievements of the past year
and prepare for the challenges ahead of us to
advance the status of women worldwide.

The United Nations established International
Women's Day in 1977 to celebrate the rights
of women and international peace. However,
its history stretches back to the early 1900s,
when women's organizations used the day to
rally support for their causes: from

the universal suffrage movement to the
protest of poor working conditions.
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RECIPE CORNER -BY JEAN ANN FRENCH

Cheese Ball #1 — Rolled in Currants

1 - 8 oz. pkg. cream cheese, softened
% cup diced dates

1/3 cup snipped dried apricots

1/3 cup Major Grey’s Mango Chutney
1 tablespoon minced ginger

Mix until blended. Lay out 1 cup currants on either foil or
plastic wrap and roll cheese ball until covered. Make 4
hours ahead so flavors blend. Serve with English
Biscuits, if you can find them — part of the Carr’s Cracker
family, but hard to find. Otherwise, plain water crackers,
melba toasts, Wheatworth’s, or any cracker that will
showcase the cheese ball.

Cheese Ball #2 — Rolled in sliced almonds w/ a
touch of curry powder

1 - 8 oz. pkg. cream cheese, softened

% cup chutney (apple, cherry, apricot, etc. — thick one,
thicker than Major Grey’s)

1 teaspoon curry powder

Mix until blended. Lay out 1 cup sliced almonds on
either foil or plastic wrap and roll cheese ball until
covered. Make 4 hours ahead so flavors blend. Serve
with your favorite crackers, as long as they showcase
the cheese ball.

Cheese Ball #3 (or cheese dome)

1 -8 oz. pkg. cream cheese, softened
Add Y2 cup dried mixed fruit chunks into cream cheese.
Set aside.

1 - 8 oz. pkg. cream cheese, softened
Add % cup chopped nuts — your choice of almonds,
pistachios, walnuts, etc. to cream cheese and blend.

Use a nicely rounded bowl and line with plastic wrap.
Place one of the cream cheese mixtures in first and
press to take the shape of the bowl. Now add the other
cream cheese mixture to make the second layer. Fold
excess plastic wrap over the top and refrigerate at least
4 hours to blend flavors. 30 minutes before serving,
unwrap cheese dome and place on a serving platter and
drizzle 2 cup + of Major Grey’s Mango Chutney over the
top of the dome and down the sides. Serve with English
Biscuits, plain water crackers, melba toasts,
Wheatworth’s, or any cracker that will showcase the
cheese dome.

Additional side offering, apple wedges! For those that
don’t want the carbs of crackers, apple slices (rinsed
with lemon water to prevent browning) make an excellent
alternative to crackers.
