Club Discussion and Action:  
 
Approval of August 2

nd
 Business Minutes- It was 

moved by Janice Henning and seconded by Judith 
Strand to approve the Minutes of the August 2

nd
 

Business Meeting Minutes. The Motion passed. 
 
Approval of Treasurerôs Report- President Isbell 
presented the report in the absence of Treasurer, 
Nancy Kniest. She reminded the membership that from 
here on the Treasurer will only submit the reconciled 
report to the general membership at the monthly 
business meetings. The reconciled report for August 
was approved by the membership. 
 
District 8 Conference- President Isbell reported the 
Conference will be held in Eugene, OR, October 18th-
20

th
.  Our club will send two Delegates.  Janice 

Henning nominated Isbell Juntila and Deborah 
Nedelman. Suzie Truglio seconded the nominations 
and the nominations were approved by the 
membership.  Alternates nominated by Cindy Phillips 
and seconded by Margaret Bruland were Jean Ann  

 

French and Pat Allen. The nominations were approved 
by the membership. All interested in attending were 
encouraged to sign up for the conference. 
 
Recommendation of Proposed Funding Pledge to 
International-  
 
The Finance Committee made the following 
recommendations: 
$5K to the Zonta International Fund 
$5K to ZISVAW 
$1,500 to Lester B. Pearson College 
$1,000 to Amelia Earhart Scholarship 
 
This represented the same allocations as last year. The 
proposal passed. 
 
Old Business: Chamber of Commerce Update and Sign-
up. Isbell Juntila and Jean Ann French attended the 
recent Chamber of Commerce Breakfast Meeting, 
representing Zonta of Everett. They found it to be a 
great experience and a good opportunity for networking 
and getting Zontaôs name out in the business 
community. They are convinced it would serve Zonta 
well to continue our membership in the Chamber and to 
attend future meetings, which are held on the second 
Friday of the month at EG&CC. The breakfasts are 
buffet style and are offered for $15. if you sign up online, 
$20. at the door. Previously, the Board voted to donate 
$20. monthly to help defray costs of those who attend. 
There is a sign-up sheet for volunteers who would be 
able/willing to attend future Chamber meetings. 
 
New Business: 
 
ñJust Book Itò Fundraiser- President Isbell explained to 
the membership the Board has approved a new idea for 
supplementary fundraising (not to replace the Auction). 
Initially brought up by Jean McKay, this has proven 
successful in her Temple fundraising efforts. The 
general concept is to organize/plan/host a themed party 
or activity and to absorb the costs associated with it as 
the host.  Invitations are sent out and guests can be 
anyone, not just those connected with Zonta. With a pre-
set cost attached to those who choose to accept the 
invitation, all profits from the tickets go to Zonta. Some 
suggested ideas for party themes were gourmet dinner 
parties, wine tasting, game night, picnic barbeque, 
mystery night,etc.  Prices for the events would relate to 
the level of expenditure for the offering being provided. 
Deborah Nedelman elaborated on the idea, suggesting 
that ñexperienceò items are quite popular now for 
Auctions, and believes this will easily bring in some good 
supplemental income for our club. Cindy Phillips Moved 
we take this on as a project, and Janet Jolley seconded 
the Motion. The Motion was approved. 
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Committee Reports- 
 
Status of Women/Service Committee- Pat Allen 
reports that the ñTea Bags and Ragsò event at 
Edmonds CC will be held on September 29

th
, from 

1-4 p.m. Volunteers can sign up by email through 
Pat. 
 
Auction Report- Joan Thomasson relayed the 
committee is encouraged by the response for table 
captains and corporate commitments. All captains 
are encouraged to keep on track, and let the 
committee know if a table canôt be filled. Jean Ann 
reminded the membership of important dates 
coming up. The next Auction Committee Meeting is 
scheduled for September 13

th
, 6 p.m. at Carol 

Johnsonôs home. The Basket Making Party is going 
to be on Sunday, September 23

rd
, from 1-4 p.m. at 

the Campfire Office, on Evergreen Way. Those 
needing additions to their baskets can network and 
pool resources with other members. Theme ideas 
were distributed to the members for 
consideration/inspiration. Also, in view of the fact 
that Nancy Weis has serious health issues, we will 
not be storing items at her home this year. If 
someone can find a place to handle extra storage 
for the Auction, they can let the committee know. 
 
Advocacy- Deborah Nedelman reported the Forum 
will be held on May 7, 2008 at EG&CC. The event 
will include lunch and two prominent speakers. The 
focus will be womenôs legal rights and will be the 
first of ñIgnore No Moreò Forums. Jean Ann shared 
she has submitted a request for underwriting or 
donation straight into the Foundation for $10K to the 
Stillaguamish Tribe.  Due to timing it may not 
happen this time, but if so she will re-submit 
according to a set timeline and may increase the 
request figure. Judith Strand confirmed KSER will be 
broadcasting the entire event, and there will be 
investigation of the possibility of bringing in public 
television as well. It was suggested we consider 
bringing in the members of the very active Victoria 
B.C. Zontians to this event. 
 
Finance- Jean Ann explained the committee will 
hold meetings as needed. The committee has 
written three proposals, and a Grant has been 
distributed. (Through her connection she has 
suggested a potential speaker, a female pilot from 
Woodhouse Wineries to the Program Committee). 
 
Membership- Judy Gish reported the committee has 
planned a meeting for September 12

th
. The 

assignments within the committee have been mostly 
delegated.  Co-chairs Suzie and Judy are meeting 
today to go over details/divisions of important 
 
 
 
 
 

Suzie, with the assistance of Sandy Kaduce, will be 
handling all aspects of prospective and new 
membership and Judy will continue to represent 
Membership at Board meetings, send out any 
Minutes or Notices, and assist with coordinating and 
helping with responsibilities/tasks within the 
committee. 
 
Program-  Chris Rommel announced we will be 
having our first buffet/sandwich and salad bar at our 
September 20th Luncheon Meeting with 
Soroptomists. She urged members to arrive early in 
order to assure smooth navigating through the 
buffet. The committee has lined up some excellent 
programs for the year, including UN in October, 
Angel Flights speaker in November, and the 
traditional Holiday Auction will be on December 13

th
. 

This year, gifts will be in gift bags only for easy 
opening. More details on all events will be in the 
Zontagram. 
 
Public Relations- Helen Kendall reported that our 
name is now in the calendar section of THE 
HERALD, and offered it is a great way to get our 
name out there. She gave a rave for Gale Fiege, the 
community relations person at THE HERALD, who 
has been very supportive and helpful in getting our 
news in the paper. 
 
Other Business:  Jean Ann French was the lucky 
winner of the Raffle.
