Approval of September 6

Approval of Treasurer‟s Report - President Isbell 
presented the reconciled report in the absence of Nancy 
Kniest, Treasurer.  It was Moved by Janice Henning and 
seconded by Helen Kendall to approve the report.  The 
Motion passed. 
 
Zonta Everett Finance Report - Jean Ann reported 
some encouraging news with a few potential donors.  
She will keep working on getting their contributions. 
 
Approval of Service Committee Recommendations- 
Janet Jolley presented the funding recommendations for 
2007-2008 to the membership.  There were ten 
agencies selected with a total of $67,795. being 
requested.  A spreadsheet outlined details of the 
committee‟s choices and designated funding proposals.  
A discussion followed where concerns were voiced 
about the timing of applications being taken.  Janet 
suggested our timing of these should be relevant with 
our Auction goals, which should come first.  A possible 
time frame could be:  Fundraiser in October; letters out   

in January; funding in February.  Points were made to 
support this idea, including it would make better sense in 
gaining solicitors to know where the money is going.  
Another thought was to possibly take “requests” in 
November. The Board Minutes reflect their suggestion at 
the September meeting to have the Finance Committee 
investigate this possible change further, and also to 
determine better ways of securing “accountability” once 
the funds have been given out.  A Motion to accept the 
Service Committee‟s recommendations for funding 
recipients was made by Judith Strand and seconded by 
Dr. Susan Zakos.  The Motion passed. 
 
Auction Committee Report - The committee reminded 
members of the solicitation firm deadline for turning in 
forms, October 5

th
, 2007.  They are to be given or mailed

.  The details are being finalized, including the menu

Old Business: 
 
Chamber of Commerce update - Isbell reminded the 
membership of our sign-up policy for attending future 
Chamber of Commerce breakfasts, held monthly on the 
fourth Friday.

E-Mail policy - Isbell reminded members that there is a 
strict policy of Zonta international that requires us to 
send global e-mails ONLY PERTAINING TO ZONTA 
OFFICIAL BUSINESS.  She asked we be very careful 
about this in order to comply with the rules. 

 
New Business: 
 
Support for Domestic Violence Awareness Vigils-   The 
Advocacy Committee is supporting several vigils being 
held in our area, beginning with Monday evening, 
October 8

th
, in Lynnwood.  A list of future vigils was 

distributed, and can be found on the Zonta website.  
Helen Kendall Moved and Janice Henning seconded 
that these vigils become an official advocacy event.  The 
Motion passed.  Those who plan to attend can contact 
Helen for possible carpooling and to learn more about 
dinner plans for the Zonta contingency. 
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Hosting 2008 Governor‟s Seminar- Zonta of Everett 
has been asked to host the seminar, to be held in 
the Fall of 2008.  The Board agreed to bring this 
matter to the membership today.  Cindy Phillips 
explained this is a non-voting event.  Rather, it is 
focused on fellowship.  We would be supported in 
planning and executing by others outside of the 
Everett Zonta Club.  The format is essentially to be 
the following:

Jackson‟s presence at this meeting and expressed 
the feelings of our club as a whole, of how delighted 
we are to have both she and Cynthia Weaver as 
new members.  We are expecting another new 
member in December.  Carol Dreysse, as co-
coordinator of fellowship events (with Jaime Berry) 
told the attendees that she is looking into a cooking 
class night at J. Matheson‟s for a social in the future.  
The Membership Committee will be holding a 
meeting after the Auction, and we will again address 
how many socials and what kinds of events 
members would like.  Comments/concerns can be 
given to any on the committee and will be 
considered.

Workshop Roundtable ï a report by Judith Strand
            
It was a pleasure for me to attend the District 8 
conference in Eugene, Oregon and to join Jean Ann, 
Deborah, Cindy, Isbell and Carol in many activities and 
workshops. I was happy to witness the election of our 
own Carol Dreysse as future Lt. Governor, Pat Allen as 
Vice Area 5 Director, and to watch Isbell receive many 
awards bestowed on the Everett club. We again are 
contributing more dollars to Zonta International than 
other clubs in our District.  
I wish more of you could have been there to witness the 
praise, respect and genuine affection shown towards 
Governor Cindy Phillips. We all know she deserves it. 
 
Round Table Workshops 
The Zonta Club of Coos Bay organized a roundtable 
workshop with many categories of discussion. I was able 
to attend 3 sessions as follows:  A) Managing Diversity 
and Leadership, B) Effective Recruiting, and  C) 
Recruiting Younger Members. 

 
A.  Diversity/Leadership was discussed in 3 

categories; age, culture and recruiting men.  In 
this discussion it was clear that Zontains 
should stay on mission when recruiting. 
Leadership means managing differences. The 
membership committee should look at 
professional classifications and cultural 
diversity within the community then go to the 
membership with a target list and an outline of 
qualifications for the job of Zonta.  Members 
should then recruit, one on one, to this target 
list. Recruiting male business leaders often 
results in that person sending a female 
member of his team to join Zonta. Whatever 
works! 

B. Effective Recruiting involves many of the 
things the Zonta Club of Everett is already 
doing; i.e. business cards, brochures, 
outreach at Chamber and our Forum. Here 
are some other ideas: ZOCIALS with 
ZESTIMONIALS- Have a zocial called Zonta 
Women‟s Friends Day – bring your buddies, 
make it fun and include lots of zestimonials! 
Have a pamper-me night! Co-sponsor another 
Zonta Club Recruiting event –more zing for 
your zocial.  Operate a  booth at a Women‟s 
Health Fair. Hold a former-Zontian reunion, 
ask them back! Make it clear to members, if 
they choose to leave, that they have to 
replace themselves. 
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C.  Recruiting Younger Members means 
supplying instant gratification!  Old 
members used to hold teas, whereas the 
„new‟ members want wine/cheese and 
information. This recruit wants a club that 
will look good on her resume. She wants 
hands-on projects where she can be seen 
as participating in community service –and 
see herself in a photo she can point to on 
the web. She would ask why we haven‟t got 
Oprah as a member…because…you know, 
Oprah lives in Chicago (the home of our 
headquarters).  She would probably be 
recruited from an existing Golden Z club.  
She would do the pros and cons of OTHER 
women‟s groups compared to Zonta and its 
mission.  She should be encouraged to 
move quickly through local opportunities to 
Area and District jobs.  With this in mind, it 
was suggested in our group to have each 
member submit 5 names, and commit to 
bringing each of those five younger 
members to at least one meeting in the 
next year.

A design team of students from Lake Washington 
Vocational Technical College has agreed to provide 
a design plan for the proposed park at the west end 
of Hewitt as their school project.  This is a most 
excellent and exciting development!

Zonta History 

In the early 1900s, while working in a prominent role 
at the Buffalo Express newspaper at a time when 
women rarely held leadership positions, playwright 
and journalist Marian de Forest conceived the idea 
of a strong network of women in executive positions 
who would work to take their rightful place in the 
professions next to men.  

By March of 1919, five women organized to achieve 
this mission and chartered the first Zonta club in 
Buffalo, New York, USA. Membership grew 
rapidly. A confederation of nine Zonta clubs formed 
with 600 members. These members were among 
the first generation of college-educated women, the 
first generation of North American women to vote, 
and a part of the growing legion of women entering 
the workforce.  

The Confederation became Zonta International 
upon organizing the first European club, the Zonta 
Club of Vienna, Austria in 1930. In September of 
that year, Zonta International was incorporated in 
the State of Illinois, USA.

PINEAPPLE CAKE WITH CREAM CHEESE 

FROSTING AND ALMONDS 

2 cups all purpose flour 

1 teaspoon baking soda 

3/4 teaspoon ground ginger 

1/4 teaspoon salt 

1 2/3 cups sugar 

2 large eggs 

1/2 cup (1 stick) unsalted butter, room temperature 

1 20-ounce can crushed pineapple in syrup 

1 cup chopped almonds, toasted 

10 ounces cream cheese, room temperature 

1 2/3 cups powdered sugar 

 

Preheat oven to 350°F. Butter and flour 13 x 9 x 2-inch 

baking pan. In medium bowl, combine flour, baking 

soda, ginger and salt. In large bowl, beat 1 2/3 cups 

sugar, eggs and 1/4 cup butter until fluffy. Mix in 

pineapple with syrup and 1/2 cup almonds, then dry 

ingredients. Transfer to prepared pan. Bake cake until 

tester inserted into center comes out clean, about 40 

minutes. Transfer to rack; cool 20 minutes.  

Beat cream cheese, powdered sugar and remaining 1/4 

cup butter in medium bowl to blend. Spread frosting 

over warm cake. Sprinkle with remaining almonds.
