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ZONTA CLUB OF EVERETT 
BUSINESS MEETING MINUTES 

January 3, 2008 
 
Call to Order:  The business meeting was called to 
order at 7:30 a.m. at the Camp Fire Office meeting 
room in Everett.  President Isbell Juntila presided. 
 
Self Introductions and Z-lightful Dollars: Members 
introduced themselves, giving a brief overview of 
individual professional affiliations/backgrounds. Z-
lightful dollars were donated as members shared 
important/recent events or celebrations. 
 
Raffle Item:  The raffle winner today will receive a 
50/50 split of monies collected through donations. 
 
Sunshine Report:  Good news to report- Jean Cooley 
McKayôs husband is recovered and will be able to 
winter in Mexico. Our thoughts are with Diane Wright 
will undergo a corrective heart surgery procedure on 
January 9

th
, at Swedish Hospital in Seattle. This will be 

a day surgery and Diane has been assured she is a 
good candidate for this relatively new procedure. 
 
Club Discussion and Action: 
 
Approval of December 6

th
 Business Minutes:  The 

December Minutes were reviewed and discussed.  A 
few corrections were made.  A detailed accounting of 
Service Committee Fundings to Agencies, as well as 
monies to International, District, and Scholarships will 
be included in the Minutes.  Also, a correction will be 
made regarding monies set aside for sending 
delegates to International Conventions.  For the 
upcoming convention in Rotterdam (June 2008), the 
amount per each of two delegates will be increased 
from the traditional $1800. to $2500. This is in light of 
the expense of air travel, accommodations, and other 
expenses, especially in view of the current value of 
U.S. money.  With these corrections in place, Chris 
Rommel Moved, and Judith Strand Seconded the 
Motion, to approve the Minutes. The Motion passed. 
Approval of Treasurerôs Report:  President Isbell 
presented the reconciled report for Treasurer Nancy 
Kniest who was not present. Judith Strand Moved to 
accept the reconciled report; Chris Rommel Seconded 
the Motion. The Motion passed. 
 
Transfer of funds from Club to Foundation Savings:  It 
was suggested it would be prudent to move funds from 
the Club account to Foundation Savings. It was 
suggested that $3,000. would provide a prudent 
cushion for reserves. Carol Johnson Moved and Cindy 
Phillips Seconded the Motion to make this transfer of 
$3,000. The Motion passed. 

 

Adoption of By-Laws Revision: Marion Berry led an ad 
hoc committee whose goal was to update, and revise 
where needed, the By-Laws. She presented their 
suggested revisions, which had previously been 
distributed to all members to consider. Marion thanked 
her committee for their efforts and explained each 
suggested change, page by page. A few highlighted 
changes were: (1) To do away with territorial limits for 
members of the Everett Club. (2)To allow Leaves of 
Absences beyond 1 year with approval of the Board. 
(3)Officers/Directors now defined to match International. 
(4)Standing Committees clarified, sub-committees and 
abbreviations updated. More detailed coverage of By-
Laws updates can be found on the website. After 
discussion, Deborah Nedelman Moved we accept the 
proposed changes to the By-Laws as discussed. Pat 
Allen Seconded the Motion. The Motion passed. 
 
Goodsearch.com- President Isbell clarified the Board 
has previously approved our participation/support of this 
website, but the membership has not yet approved it. 
Jean Ann French has been working on getting us 
connected with it in order to bring in additional monies 
for our operating budget. While the income is not a great 
amount, it trickles in and provides some cash flow. She 
suggested if we approve this, to put tags on our emails 
to encourage our sphere of influence to use it-supports 
Zonta. In her investigating, she has found more clubs 
have signed on to take advantage of this benefit-a 
means of raising more money. Goodsearch.com is a 
Yahoo based search engine online and provides 
shopping ties too. It is easy to track our earnings and is 
user friendly. After questions and answers, Cindy 
Phillips Moved and Helen Kendall Seconded the Motion 
we accept this as a project. The Motion passed. 
 
Election of Delegates and Alternate to Convention:  
Because we are a membership of 40 members or more, 
we are entitled to send two voting delegates to the 
Rotterdam Convention in June 2008. It was decided we 
will elect an alternate delegate as well. From the slate of 
interested candidates, the following were selected by 
written ballot: Delegates will be Isbell Juntila and Helen 
Kendall. Alternate will be Jean Ann French. 
Congratulations to all. We know we will be well 
represented there. 
Old Business: 
 
One World Concert: Carol Johnson reported there are 
16 members planning to attend the concert in Victoria, 
B.C. on March 8

th
, 2008. Plans have been made for 

transportation to and from on The Clipper, along with 
taxi services to and from the hotel, the hotel 
reservations, and one light breakfast on The Clipper. We 
will be selecting a restaurant for Saturday night, and 
those who wish to, are welcome to join us. The return 
trip is scheduled for a late Sunday afternoon departure, 
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so there will be free times to enjoy the many 
amenities offered in Victoria. Checks are due to 
Carol by January 15

th
, for $148. 

Those making the trip will need Passports or Birth 
Certificates. 
 
Strategic Planning Retreat:  President Isbell is 
working on plans for the annual Retreat which is 
scheduled for Saturday, February 23

rd
, this year. It 

will again be in Nancy Kniestôs home, which she 
graciously offered for the event. Nancy will take care 
of a light breakfast that day.  
It will commence at 8:30 a.m. and end at 4 p.m. 
Everyone is encouraged to prioritize that date and 
participate. It has proved to be a most valuable day, 
time well spent, as we reflect/plan/ and share with 
one another. 
 
Centralia-Chehalis Flood Relief Donation:  Cindy 
Phillips requested an update on the $1,000. 
donation our club sent targeted for assisting women 
in need. It was reported by President Isbell the 
communication from them has assured her they are 
indeed very touched and grateful for our 
contribution. More details will be coming, but we 
know the money is appreciated and has been put to 
good use. 
 
New Business: 
 
Committee Reports: 
Status of Women/Service Committee:  Pat Allen 
reported that the Young Women in Public Affairs 
information have now gone out to 48 schools. Janet 
Jolley reported the Women in Transition applications 
are out and other pertinent applications are out and 
available now as well. The next scheduled meeting 
for the committee will be at La Questa Restaurant in 
Everett on January 15

th
 (see Master Calendar). 

Janet suggested we send goodies to Pearson 
College students when we go to Victoria, B.C. 
Deborah Nedelman plans to drive, so she could take 
things in her car. 
 
Advocacy:  Cindy Phillips reported she has collected 
a $500. donation for the upcoming Forum to be held 
in May. Jean Ann French reminded the membership 
she will assist with contact letters, soliciting 
donations or sponsoring. Deborah Nedelman gave 
an overview of plans to date and encouraged all to 
keep actively working on getting sponsors. 
 
Finance:  Jean Ann French gave an update on her 
attempts to secure Grants from the Tulalip and 
Stillaguamish Tribes. She is continuing to work on 
getting the Forum financed with the goal of it being 
free to all who want to attend and make 
reservations.  Jean Ann commented on the 
 

upcoming ñJust Book Itô fundraiser which will be 
scheduled themed parties in individual homes for a 
set price. The time frame includes the months of 
March, April, and May, and there is a master 
calendar for coordinating slated events. Non-
Zontians are encouraged to be invited participants. 
Of course, Zontians are welcome too. The hosts are 
responsible for the ñinvitingò to their particular event. 
February is planning month, so members are 
encouraged to contact Jean Ann and work out an 
available date for their event. The master calendar 
will also give members an opportunity to sign up for 
a particular party of interest, which could include 
their own friends, guests of choice.  

 
Program Committee:  Paula Trimble reminded 
members the Service Funds will be given out in 
February, at the Luncheon Meeting. It is always a 
heartwarming event, and a very good one to invite 
guests to, as it profiles so well, what ñweôre all 
about.ò We will have a speaker for the Amelia 
Earhart Luncheon this month, and appropriately, it 
will be a female pilot from our area. 
 
Public Relations:  Darlene Conklé reminded 
members that Zonta business cards are now 
available and can be ordered.  Samples were 
distributed and orders placed. They are very 
reasonable at $6. per 100. 
 
Helen Kendall asked for any copies of articles 
pertaining to Zonta activities that have been in the 
newspapers, as it provides great PR and it is good 
to have a collection. She emphasized the 
importance of getting information regarding all Zonta 
activities to PR so it can be publicized.  She asked 
the Service Committee to please email their current 
information to Helen and Darlene. She suggested 
information can be downloaded on our website for 
easy reference and, more publicity! 

 
Auction Committee 2008:  The committee chairs, 
Norlonna Funkhouser, Jean Ann French, and Helen 
Kendall, are checking out the Lynnwood Convention 
Center today, to start the process of securing the
