KSER Proposal: Judith Strand presented the document
she prepared entitled, #AKS
FORi Il gnore No More Forum(s)
She explained the contents which basically outline the
partnering of KSER 90.7 FM for our Forums and also

the Branding Zonta-Programming proposal that would
enable Zonta members to provide 3 minutes
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pre-recorded inserts into the KSER programming
schedule on the subject of
Angel Spot program was also described in her brochure.
By becoming partners with KSER, our Club would gain
support, voice and exposure in the community, as well as
having a solid partner for our initial and future Forums.
The recommendation from the Advocacy Committee is to
accept this partnership, with a cost to the Club of $1040,
for 52 weeks. Cindy Phillips suggested we fund this
through PR as it is essentially a PR situation. With
increased causes, it was suggested we consider raising
our dues, as they have not been raised in 10 years. It will
be recommended to the Finance Committee to consider
this. Following this discussion the recommendation from
the Advocacy Committee was approved for the club to
Partner with KSER at the cost of $1,040.

Forum Budget: Deborah Nedelman explained the

Advocacy Committee expected initially to have income for

the Forum through corporate and other sponsorships.
This has not happened to date, so now there will be a

charge of $20. per person for lunch. She discussed other

budget items, and the prediction of total expenses for the
Forum is approximately going to be $1800.

Auction Budget: Jean Ann French presented an Auction
Report Breakdown, and explained the Budget Projection
represented is not inflated in relation to increased
participants/attendees from last year. The figures are
based on utilizing the upstairs of the Lynnwood
Convention Center, | arger
downstairs, and, is based on $75 per person, with 300
attending. Other pertinent discussion brought out the
importance of securing Table Captains ASAP and to

actively be pursuing commitment of attendees. Corporate

paid table are another positive thrust for gaining support,
and Cynthia Weaver is handling this aspect. Private paid

tables are going to be coordinated by Deborah Nedelman.

After discussion, a Motion was made by Cindy Phillips to
make three amendments to the Auction Budget. Judith
Strand Seconded the Motion. The three changes are: (1)
Project budget based on 260 attendees rather than 300;
(2) Reduce Décor allotment by half, to $500; (3) Raise
meal price from $25 to $35 for a higher quality dinner.
The Motion passed.

Guest Meals: President Isbell brought forward a
recommendation from the Board which would discontinue
the practice of fAcompingo
members. She explained we have been losing money
with this practice. Those guests who would like to attend
would need to pay in advance (check) by Monday before
the meeting, or possibly even the prior Friday. Discussion
followed and Chris Rommel stated she feels the Country

Club has been good with being flexible and she really saw

no big problems with the system as is. After more
comments, the recommendation from the Board passed.

A short discussion resulted in the decision
to ask Dr. Kylene Quinn to assume the coordination of
distributing and collection of applications and awards.
The membership voted to increase the amount from
$400. to $1000.
