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Buy Chocolate for Zonta 

In a large Dutch oven, brown the meat in the 

hot oil over high heat for about 5 minutes, 

stirring occasionally.  

Stir in the onions and cook 5 or so more   

minutes, until the onions are softened and  

have taken on color.  

Spoon off all the fat that you can, pour in the 

stock, and bring to a boil. Reduce the heat, 

cover, and simmer for about 1½ hours.  

Refrigerate the soup, preferably overnight, so 

you can easily remove the fat.  

About an hour before serving, start chopping 

the vegetables.  

Bring the skimmed 

soup to a boil over 

medium heat, then 

add the turnip, 

zucchini, carrots, 

peppers, tomatoes, 

cumin, hot pepper 

flakes, coriander, 

and chickpeas.  

Cook, covered, for 

30 minutes. Salt to 

taste, then stir in 

the vinegar. Cover 

and let stand for 15 

minutes.  

Ladle into bowls 

and garnish with lots of finely minced cilantro.  

Hearty Spiced Lamb Soup from Central Asia  

Aromatic and hearty with root vegetables, this rich 

soup is beautiful to see, with its even and colorful 

dice, and superb as a winter meal.  

It's a good one to start the night before, so you can 

refrigerate overnight and easily remove every scrap 

of fat before adding the vegetables the next day. 

Serve hot to 8 people. 

1/4 cup olive oil 

1½ pounds stewing lamb, cut into 1-inch chunks 

1 cup onions, chopped 

10 cups beef stock 

1 large turnip, peeled and cut into a ½-inch dice 

1 large zucchini, cut into a ½-inch dice 

2 carrots, cut into a ½-inch dice 

2 big green bell peppers, cored, seeded, and cut into 

strips 

1½ pounds tomatoes, peeled, seeded, and chopped 

1½ teaspoons cumin 

1/2 teaspoon hot pepper flakes 

1 teaspoon ground coriander 

1 16-ounce can chickpeas, drained 

salt to taste 

3 Tablespoons white vinegar 

Garnish: 1/2 cup chopped fresh cilantro

Second room: no 

Set-up: Went smoothly thanks to Janice Hen-

ningõs clarification in advance of pre-numbering 

the items. Possibly somehow separate the dining 

area from the auction area. All items in the same 

room were good. Possibly rearrange the tables 

so all tables will be closer to the auctioneer (a 

runway?) or have the auctioneer on the floor 

too 

Breakdown ð clean-up: Need a chair and a com-

mittee that will contact ALL chairs regarding 

what will be needed for their clean-up and what 

is to be saved. The committee will take specific 

roles in clean-up. Black trash bags are needed. 

Theme  : The western theme is popular. What-

ever the theme, it should be casual and not a 

costume event 

Committees and Chairs : Fewer meetings 

worked well. The appropriate chairs are already 

listed. 

Table Captains : 30 table captains with 10 at 

each table=300 people 

9 Corporate + 16 Private = 25 Tables for 232 

people total (guaranteed 246). The table captain 

system works well.  Reservations are required in 

ADVANCE along with payment. We will publi-

cize as public on our web site only. Corporate 

tables were very successful thanks to Cynthia. 

Attendees from agencies need to be encouraged 

to participate in the auction; not simply attend 

and not care. Agencies need to be asked to 

bring their board members.

Auc-

tioneer needs to announce it more often 

Auction Items:  About $73,000 in the door.  

Need more items 

for men (sports).  Gift certificates need to be 

posted in categories ie. Restaurants, spas, ser-

vices, trips, etc.  The location of the service 

MUST be included on the bid sheet.   The silent 

auction committee is in charge of displaying the 

gift certificates and they should be displayed 

impactfully. 

Golden Raffle:  Create a booth where golden 

raffle tickets will be sold (with flashing lights).  

Still have 2 sellers roaming the room with some-

thing designating them as golden raffle.  The 

sparkling boots pins were terrific. 

Dessert Auction:  Great display and wonderful 

desserts.  Only have 1 dessert per table so ALL 

desserts are chosen. 

Bars: One double bar in the main room and 

one in the hall worked well. Need to have wine 

on the tables for our guests. Ask convention 

center about bringing in our own wine for the 

tables. 

Vigilante volunteers : Didnõt work well.  

Would like to get the Pirates next year. 

Invitation / Registration process:  The table 

captain forms were not filled out from each 

captain. This process needs to be streamlined by 

the chair of the table captains. 

Flyers / save-the -date / invitations:  No flyer 

next year. Postcard only and Survey Monkey. 

Power Point:  Need to show the programs to 

which we are donating the funds 

Auctioneer -Review Comments : Hopefully 

Jim Jungers of Stokes Auction Group again. We 

must be sure that the auctioneer recognizes 

people and interacts with the participants. We 

need HIGH energy and an interpersonal experi-

ence for everyone.
