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The Way to a Happy New Year by Robert Brewster Beattie 

onto floured board and dust with some of re-

served flour. Knead for 10 minutes until smooth 

and glossy, using more flour as required. Dough 

will still be slightly sticky. Cover with plastic wrap 

and rest for 2 hours.  

Take a piece of dough about the size of a large 

hazelnut and roll out on a floured board to a cir-

cle about 8-10 cm (3-4 inches) in diameter. 

Gather up dough on one side and pinch, forming a 

shape resembling an elephant ear. Place on a cloth 

and cover. Repeat with remaining dough.  

Deep fry one at a time in oil, heated to 375 F 

turning to cook evenly. Fry until golden, do not 

over-brown. As dough is rather elastic, the pastry 

tends to contract with handling, so just 

before dropping pastry into hot oil, pull 

out lightly with fingers to enlarge.  

Drain pastries on paper towels. Sift 

icing sugar with cardamom if used 

and dust pastries with mixture. 

Sprinkle with nuts and serve warm 

or cold. Store in a sealed container.  

Alternative topping: Make a syrup 

with 1 cup Sugar and 1/2 cup water. Bring 

to the boil when Sugar is dissolved and boil for 5 

minutes. Dribble syrup onto warm pastries and 

sprinkle with cardamom and nuts.  

Elephant Ear Pastries from Tajikistan 
 

Ingredients: 

2 eggs  

2 tablespoons of caster sugar  

1/4 tablespoons of salt  

1/2 cup milk  

4 tablespoons of oil  

2 1/2 cup plain flour  

1/4 cup plain flour for kneading  

1/2 tablespoons of Ground cardamom  

oil for deep-frying  

 

To Finish: 

1 cup Icing (confectioners') Sugar  

1/2 tablespoons Ground cardamom (optional)  

1/2 cup Finely chopped pistachios  

 

Directions: 

Note: pistachio nuts should be blanched. Optionally, 

same amount of finely chopped walnuts may be used 

instead of pistachios.  

Beat eggs until frothy, beat in Sugar and salt. Stir in 

milk and oil. Sift flour, add half to egg mixture and 

blend in with wooden spoon. Gradually stir in re-

mainder of flour, holding back about 1/2 cup. Turn

All in attendance were wel-

comed.

Z-lightful 

dollars were contributed from those who 

wished to share significant events/

accomplishments/celebrations. 

Raffle Item: No raffle item was brought today, 

so the prize was 50//50 of monies collected for 

the raffle. 

News from International: Cindy Phillips gave an 

overview of what has occurred with properties 

recently purchased and allegedly sold, housing 

International Headquarters in Chicago. She 

explained that the International Board elects the 

Foundation Board. One year ago they unani-

mously agreed to sell and buy headquarters in 

Chicago, moving from Randolph Street to a 

condo space that they renovated for the pur-

pose of making it their new offices. At the Inter-

national Conference in Rotterdam last summer, 

it was announced that the old headquarters had 

been sold, and the new one purchased. In real-

ity, in the course of the “due diligence” clause 

of the contract, the buyer backed out of the 

purchase of the old property. Then, another 

sale failed, leaving the organization with owner-

ship of both properties. In September, the Inter-

national Board told the International Foundation 

they would not be tenants in the new building. 

Then, in October, a third location for housing 

International Headquarters was announced, in 

Oak Park, Illinois, a suburb of Chicago. The 

entire Foundation Board was removed except 

for the President-elect as a result of all of this. 

Their reasoning stated was they did not act in a 

financially responsible manner regarding the 

above purchase. The status of this situation 

remains uncertain, and Cindy expressed she will 

keep our Club totally informed as she learns 

more. Some concern was expressed regarding 

our allocating funds to Foundation in the normal 

time frame, while there is confusion regarding 

this situation. It was expressed we should pro-

ceed as usual to allocate the funds, but it could 

be we will choose to hold them for distribution 

until the matter is cleared up.

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December Business Meeting—Continued 

footing in ice and snow. 

ɻ Get out of wet clothes immediately and warm the core body 

temperature with a blanket or warm fluids like hot cider or soup. 

Avoid drinking caffeine or alcohol if you expect you or someone 

you are trying to help has hypothermia or frostbite. 

ɻ Keep a winter storm survival kit in your car. This should include 

blankets, food, flares, chains, gloves, and first aid supplies. 

ɻ Prepare your vehicle. Winterize your car by taking it to a trusted 

mechanic, who will check things like the tires for appropriate pres-

sure and tread, the cooling system, the battery, the wiper blades, 

and washer fluid, etc. 

ɻ During the winter months, make sure to keep your gas tank near 

full to avoid ice in the tank and fuel lines. Keep extra blankets in the 

trunk in the event that you are stranded and have to wait for help.

Exposure to cold can cause injury or serious illness such as frostbite 

or hypothermia. The likelihood of injury or illness depends on factors 

such as physical activity, clothing, wind, humidity, working and living 

conditions, and a person's age and state of health. The American Red 

Cross offers these tips to stay safe in cold weather: 

ɻ Dress appropriately before going outdoors. The air temperature 

does not have to be below freezing for someone to experience cold 

emergencies such as hypothermia and frostbite. Wind speed can 

create dangerously cold conditions even when the temperature is 

not that low. 

ɻ Dress in layers so you can adjust to changing conditions. Avoid 

overdressing or overexertion that can lead to illness. 

ɻ Most of your body heat is lost through your head, so wear a hat, 

preferably one that covers your ears. 

ɻ Mittens provide more warmth to your hands than gloves. 

ɻ Wear waterproof, insulated boots to help avoid hypothermia or 

frostbite by keeping your feet warm and dry and to maintain your
