Effective January 1, 2009, there is no state sales tax on 

any vehicle you purchase that gets at least 40 miles 

per gallon on the highway. Also, electric and other 

alternative fuel vehicles qualify. 

The law, passed in 2005, took effect January 1, 2009, 

and ends December 31, 2010.  

The savings applies only to the Washington state 

portion of the sales tax, or 6.3% in savings. The rest of 

the county or city sales taxes still apply. For example, 

in King County there is still 3% in additional sales taxes 

for local assessments, like transit, which will still apply. 

The top qualifying cars at this time are the Toyota Prius 

hybrid and Honda Civic hybrid; both are rated for 45 

mpg on the highway. The Kelly Blue Book lists the 

Toyota Prius at $22,220. At that price, you would save 

about $1,400 on state sales tax.
