Walla Walla for Women

Nine members from our Everett Club traveled
to Walla Walla, Washington, the first
weekend of October, to attend the ZONTA
International District 8 Conference. This
year’s conference theme was “Discover
ZONTA, World of Wonders.” As a first time
attendee, I was given ample occasion and
opportunity to wonder.... The conference
theme reinforces the message that we are an
international organization that makes a
significant impact on the lives of women who
frequently live in intolerable conditions and
deal with hardships beyond our scope of
comprehension. The international project
funded by our local chapter contributes to
improving these conditions and is making a
difference.

Our proposed 2009-2010 International
projects are as follows:

1. Safe Cities for Women: Guatemala &
E1 Salador ($600,000)
This is a project designed especially for
Zonta by UNIFEM, patterned after other
successful Safe Cities projects that
greatly reduced violence against women
within a particular city.

2. Prevention of Mother-to-Child HIV
Transmission in Rwanda ($600,000)
This UNICEF project will save lives,
both of mothers and of children, and
reduce the huge population of orphans
in this country by providing prenatal
care and follow-up to pregnant women.

3. Reduction of Obstetric Fistula in
Liberia ($450,000)
In 2003, UNFPA started this project to
eliminate the existence of fistula
worldwide. A fistula is a tear in a
woman’s internal organs that occurs
during prolonged, sometimes
unattended childbirth.

4. Three ZISVAW Projects ($600,000)
These grassroots projects will be
funded through the UN Trust Fund to
prevent violence against women, which
is funded by UNIFEM:

a. Cambodia ($300,000) Prevention of
violence against women

b. Egypt ($200,000) Prevention of FGM
(female genital mutilation)

c. Syria ($100,000) Prevention of
violence against women

During the conference, we had breakout
sessions where we learned why these
projects are needed and how they can make a
real difference. I encourage all our members
to attend a conference to witness the
connection between the international
organization and our local chapter. The
Everett chapter is the third largest
contributor to the international fund on a
worldwide basis... We should be very proud
of this fact.

Dr. Ingeborg Geyer was honored to be this
year’s international representative. Dr. Geyer
has been a member of the Vienna Austria
Zonta Club since 1985. Her attendance
helped to make the international connection,
and her interaction with our district afforded
us considerable insight into the international
board. Dr. Geyer was truly inspirational, and
she illustrates the level of achievement
woman can rise to.

Our very own member, Deborah Nedelman,
who is the District 8 Legislative Awareness
and Advocacy Chairwomen, was successful
in getting the CEDAW Resolution passed
during the conference.

Be it Resolved:

1. District 8 urges members of US clubs to educate
themselves about the importance of ratification of
CEDAW by the United States.

2. District 8 supports members of US clubs to draw
upon their diverse expertise and resources to educate
the public about the need for the United States to
become a party to CEDAW.

3. District 8 supports any advocacy action taken by US
clubs to seek the support of their US Senators, the
members of the US Foreign Relations Committee, the
US Secretary of State, and the President of the US in
ratifying CEDAW, as such action supports Zonta’s
objectives.

Our club has done a wonderful job of embracing advocacy
and legislative awareness, which was recently endorsed by
incoming President Olivia Ferry during the Zonta
International Convention held in New York. Ms. Ferry
successfully utilized the advocacy and awareness platform
during her campaign. Our Everett Club has actively
endorsed her theme and has witnessed positive results at the
local and international level in the improvement of women’s
lives. We have also increased our chapter’s awareness at the
international level.

The Walla Walla Nine enjoyed hosting a wine and cheese
social for the Board at a lovely home rented by the
attendees. Our very own Carol Dreysse was elected
Governor, and Pat Allen was elected Area 5 Director.
Judith Strand was voted in as the Vice Director. You go,
girls!

Walla Walla is all about wine, and Carol Dreysse
arranged an evening wine tasting in a downtown winery.
We learned that the mother of one of the wineries owner
was a past Zonta member in the 1930s. The final evening
was fun-filled with all the attendees dressing in
international costumes. Not only do we have industrious
members, but a very creative group as well.

Safe Babies, Safe Moms

The Safe Babies, Safe Moms (SBSM) program serves low-
income women with a history of alcohol/drug abuse who are
pregnant or parenting a child under three years of age. We
work with families until their youngest child reaches age
three.

Program goals include:
1. Sobriety: The first step toward healthy living.

2. Parenting: We teach parenting skills, healthy
discipline, and developmentally appropriate
expectation.

3. clients develop safe, satisfying, productive lives
and leads to self-sufficiency.

Skill Building: Participation in SBSM's educational classes,
case management and in individual treatment helps the Our
parenting classes include interactive time for parents and
their children to learn how to play, dance, sing, and

bond. We provide individual and family mental health
counseling and coordinate with our partner agencies for in-
patient and outpatient chemical dependency treatment.

We discuss family planning methods to prevent unplanned
pregnancies from interfering with self-sufficiency and to
enhance our client’s ability to parent the children they
already have. To the extent our funding allows, we also
purchase car seats, cribs, pregnancy clothing and other
necessary items in order to provide for infant safety and

parent success.
