Founded in 

1998, Boo-Shoot Gardens began its business focused on the horticulture 

markets. Today, Boo-Shoot offers the culmination of nine years of research 

and development that cracked the code on bamboo propagation. Boo-Shoot is 

now the world leader in bamboo production technology with its unique, 

patent-pending intellectual property that is commercially sca lable. In 2007 

Jackie initiated a multimillion dollar acquisition of B & B Laboratories, now 

Boo-Shoot, to gain full control of production and research, and to acquire sole 

ownership of the technology. Boo-2ÏÖÖÛɀÚɯÕÌÞɯÍÈÊÐÓÐÛàɯÏÈÚɯÛÏÌɯÊÈ×ÈÊÐÛàɯÛÖɯ

produce 12 million bamboo plants annually, allowing Boo -Shoot to focus its 

markets on Agriculture, Forestry, Carbon Climate Mitigation, Biofuel, 

Textiles, Green Building Materials, and Pulp for Paper production.

Other feature 

stories have appeared in American Way Magazine, the 1ÌÈËÌÙɀÚɯ#ÐÎÌÚÛ, 

Grist.org, and Seattle magazine. Jackie is a champion of the environment and 

a humanitarian who is focused on utilizing bamboo to a id poor communities 

domestically and internationally.

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I. Funding of Service Agency Programs 

A. Funding fewer agency programs? 

1. More impact with fewer selected each year. This idea was almost unanimously endorsed from all groups  

2. Let agencies know that their programs have the possibility of being selected for funding every other year or  

two out of three years. In this way, we would not be funding the same agency continuously, and the agencies 

would be able to plan ahead with specific programs that they would like to see us fund in part.  

3. Funding fewer agencies may provide the opportunity for increased public relations.  

4. Fewer agencies would allow the membership of Zonta to become familiar with the program being funded 

and perhaps lead to greater involvement or even in hands on service. 

B. Determination of Service Agency Program funding. Criteria are vague. The program funded needs to meet our 

mission statement for the advancement of women; however, many programs involve men and children.  

1. Reword application to stress our mission statement.

B. Emphasis on funding for Women in Tr ansition  

1. Suggestion to have Forum topic relate to WIT and then have the Forum award WIT scholarships. 

C. More follow -up from past scholarship recipients. Suggestion to set up a Facebook page and have recipients keep 

club apprised of their progress/acti vities through this medium.  

III.  General Comments 

A. Suggestion to alternate a Forum and an Auction so that there is only one major event per year allowing greater 

planning efforts for each event and to keep members from burnout.  

B. Have Service, Membership, and Program Committees meet to coordinate events that could be considered
