view of it all - 18 floors below us and far into the vista. Checking in,

Probably the most incredible initial observa tion that carried through 

all the convention was coming face to face with all the fascinating, 

intelligent women representing countries all over the world, and 

realizing the magnitude and potential power of Zonta globally. At 

times some would be wearing th eir native costumes, which I found 

to be incredibly beautiful and unique, representing their respective 

cultures and traditions. The fact that so many non-English can 

speak and/or understand the English language is very impressive. I 

tried to think of myse lf attending this conference in a foreign land, 

where their native language would be the u niversal one spoken. 

Nightmare.  The good will and friendliness that prevailed 

throughout the entire convention was more than heartwarming.  It 

was inspiring and gave t his participant a big dose of motivation to 

continue to work hard for and give voice to the women throughout 

the world who need and deserve our support.  

Day 1- Finance Workshop and Forum: The workshop portion was 

essentially an informational presentation  explaining in detail the 

challenges and decisions made to keep ZI afloat and viable during 

the past two years. Explanations and updates were given by 

International regarding the upheavals at headquarters this past 

biennium, with regard to why they decided  to make their move to a 

new location (less expensive overall from downto wn, modernized 

office equipment  and software, laid out for more interaction and 

communication among staff, etc;). The most encouraging news was 

it appears there will be a sale going through on the downtown 

property. Earnest money @$125K is secured and non-refundable, 

and hopefully good news will confirm the sale soon.  

The other main focus of the presentation was a defense of the need 

to again raise dues. Much documentation and detailed explanations 

of where we are financially, with close examination of budgets in 

this past biennium as well as the proposed budget for the coming 

one, suggested strongly the dues increase is essential for the 

continuing operation and success of ZI. Numbers revealed 

membership declined, interest rates hit a historical low, and bank 

fees are on the rise. Also, there is the fact that prior to Rotterdam,

retroactive increase of $15 passed there, yielded only a 40% 

response from members, putting more of a crunch on finances. The 

facts presented made it understandable that this dues increase is 

merited and needed.  

Also, the point was made we have approximately 3,000 members 

and individual donations to ZI F represent about 10% of those 

members. Additionally, not ALL clubs donate to ZIF.  If the $15. 

increase does not pass, operational expenses would have to come 

out of ZIF$ (which would mean that not all members help pay this, 

just those contributing to ZIF ). The afternoon allowed for further 

clarifications on information presented in the morning, and also 

invited comments and suggestions from those in attendance. Some 

highlights included concern for more recognition of Zonta in the 

media, through possible television ads/promotions that market our 

missions, causes, successes, etc; 

Our new President, Dianne Curtis is working on this idea. A 

suggestion for financing it through a designated % from Foundation 

was made from the floor. Co-branding (we give -you give us 

recognition) is expected to be increased in this new biennium . I have 

mÖÙÌɯÕÖÛÌÚɯÖÕɯÛÏÐÚɯËÈàɀÚɯmeeting that anyone is welcome to view. 

Additionally, there will be reports from convention in detail provided 

on the ZI Website, within the next 3 months for any Zontian to access 

and review.  Additionally, it was voted to accept th e proposed 

increase of dues by $15 effective 6/1/ 11 which will then be $83. This 

includes the $3 for liability insurance.  

Day 2-Keynote Speaker: After impressive Opening Ceremon ies, the 

Keynote Speaker was introduced to the Convention attendees. Dr. 

Carolyn Hanna, 2010 Zonta International Honorary Member and 

2001-09 Director of Division for Advancement of Women at the 

United Nations Department of Economic and Social affairs spoke of 

her dedication to and efforts to achieve gender equality worldwide

Gender 

equality has evolved since the inception of the UN in 1946, and such 

acts as the Beijing Platform (1995) and the development of CEDAW 

are addressing and working to gain gender equality worldwide. She 

touched on concerns of discrimination against girls, w hich can 

profoundly impact their lives. A more detailed coverage of her 

address was in a daily newsletter, that your  delegates would be 

happy to share with you.  

Day 3-Business Sessions 1 and 2: Session 1 included review of 

convention program, convention standing rules, international

Session 4- Bylaws and Resolutions voting  were comprehensive. Some 

highlights  of passages include: (1) Article Xll, New Section, wording 

to designate the Amelia Earhart Fellowship in our Bylaws as a 

program that cannot be eliminated without action by the 

membership; (2) Article  XlV, Clubs, Section 9 now reads there shall be 

an Organization, Membership and Classification Committee, a 

Service Committee, a Legislative Awareness and Advocacy 

Committee and such other committees as the club board may 

authorize to achieve biennium goals. This assures we are focusing on 

advancing the status of women, and the need to focus on recruiting 

and retaining members. The committee structure should be the same 

at all levels of Zonta. A noted failure was with Article XlV, Clubs 

Section 2 regarding Classified Members, whereby it was re-

introduced to have wording specify to be invited to membership, a 

candidate shall be actively engaged in a recognized business or 

profession in a decision-making capacity. This failed by a margin of 

68%. In Proposed Resolutions a proposal to promote WHO

Day 5- Business Sessions 5 and 6: The morning session was busy and 

included membership report and reco gnition, report on international 

organization and membership committee 2008-10 goals vs. the 

strategic plan: a course for the future 2010-12 proposed biennial goals 

continued. Delegates approved to support International Service 

Programs which include:  

(1) 500,000 USD to Prevention of Mother-to-Child 

Transmission of HIV and Gender -Based Violence in 

Rwanda (with UNICEF).  

(2) 500,000 USD to the Elimination of Obstetric Fistula and the 

Reduction of Maternal and Newborn Mortality and 

Morbidity in Liberia (with UNFPA).  

(3) 500,000 USD to Safe Cities for Women Project in Guatemala 

City, Guatemala and San Salvador, El Salvador (with 

UNIFEM).  

Delegates also approved funding in 2010-12 for ZISVAW of 630,000 

USD apportioned as follows:  

(1) 430,000 USD towards a comprehensive strategy to end 

burns violence against women in Cambodia, Nepal and 

Cambodia (with UNIFEM)  

(2) 200,000 USD to Security and Empowerment for Women and 

their Families: Ensuring a Gender-Responsive 

Humanitarian and Early Recovery Response in Haiti (with 

UNIFEM).  

Also approved for funding was 430,000 USD to support a 

Comprehensive Strategy to End Burns Violence in Cambodia, Nepal, 

and Uganda (acid) with Acid Survivors Trust International, and Acid 

Survivor Foundation.  

Another 220,000 USD was approved to fund Security Empowerment 

for Women and their Families: Ensuring a Gender-Responsive 

Humanitarian and Early Recovery Response in Haitian , a project in 

cooperation with UNIFEM.  

Other Significant Information:  

 (1) Membership data for 2008-2010 reveals the following: 

New - 19, Organizing 39, Disbanded 30. (2) Membership data for 2010 

to date shows: New 6, Organizing 34. 

New website for international will focus on recruitment. All levels 

are encouraged/expected to make efforts to invite women who will 

contribute consistently t o join. Emphasis was made that mentoring is 

a constant and continual process for a very long time. Updated 

technology will help greatly in this effort.

Alabama. They also had their picture taken with Oreo, the bull. The 

Texas barbeque was excellent, and then we were all treated to a real 

rodeo with bull riding and barrel racing. The Texas Rangers opened 

the rodeo by carrying the f lags of Texas, US, and Sweden. Their 

anthems were sung, and then the Rangers performed.  The evening 

ended with a beautiful fireworks display . The bus ride home was 

magnified by following a full moon all the way back to San Antonio 

from the Hill Country, where the Knibbe Ranch event was held.  

Our Club was invited to the Zonta International Foundation Special 

Donor reception for being #11 in International donations. (We have 

the least amount of clubs in our district.) We were given a plaque 

with a clock in it. The evening included seafood and pasta, wine, 

champagne and drinks of choice. The first club that received their 

plaque had the recipient sing a thank you in  her professional opera 

voice.

Our new Internationa l 

President, Dianne Curtis, was escorted in by her two sons, who will 

keep her company running while she is attending to Zonta 

International for the next two years. Carol Dreysse was installed as 

our new Governor as Terri Turi stepped down. They walked on stage 

and exchanged a yellow rose. 

When I was elected to be a delegate, Pat Allen told me that I would 

have a wonderful experience and it would change  the way I thought 

about Zonta. I now understand what she wa s saying, and feel I truly 

understand what Zonta stands for. I only hope every member will get 

a chance to be a delegate!
